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1.Graduate students may, with the approval of their thesis advisor or the department chair, enroll in courses offered at other universities in Taiwan. A maximum of four credits earned from such courses shall be recognized and applied toward
the elective credit requirements of this department.

2.Graduate students who participate in an international exchange program shall, upon approval, have the credits earned at the host institution recognized and applied toward their graduation requirements.
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
